This current exhibition in the Living Arts Space includes one-off garments by Pam, featuring three unique 
wedding dresses along with an array of unique wraps and scarves, highlighting her subtle leaf designs and 
beautiful tones created using organic dyes and chemical-free mordants.  
 
These are complemented by beautifully crafted, colourful items including hats, scarves and various other 
accessories produced by Anna, which have a playful and expressive nature that will appeal to those with a 
sense of fun.  
 
The felt items displayed are offset with a selection of traditional, hand-crafted furniture by Greg Stirling, 
contrasting with the soft and sensuous feel of the garments. 
 
Admission to the exhibition and this weekend’s Meet the Artist opportunity are both free.  The exhibition is 
on until Monday 24 October 2011. 
 
The Living Arts Space is within the Bendigo Visitor Centre, which is located in the Historic Post Office 
Building, 51-67 Pall Mall, and is open from 9-5 daily except for Christmas Day.
