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| Item 1. Reports for Consideration - Works

| Item 1.1 Bird Control at Council’s Caravan Park

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The manager of Lakeview Caravan Park, a Council owned facility, has requested that steps
be taken to control or remove the population of birds that are currently roosting in the trees
and causing a nuisance.

OFFICER’S RECOMMENDATION
That Council: Trial the use of bird netting to control seasonal wild birds, with the trial
location to be the Racecourse, on a suitable tree, or trees.

Budget & Resource Implications
The 2021/2022 budget does not provide any funds for this request

Background
The manager of the caravan park has approached Council and asked that some measures be
taken to control or remove the seasonal wild bird population at the facility. They have received
complaints from guests that the birds are:-

e Causing a noise nuisance;

¢ Dropping large quantities of faeces on guests’ caravans;

o Defoliating the trees.

This issue to not confined to the caravan park. Flocks of birds have caused significant damage
to trees and infrastructure and the Racetrack and Charlie Wehlow Oval. Additionally, birds
would be causing similar issues on private property throughout the township.
Caravan park management advised that they have previously spoken with the Local Laws
Officer who determined that installing laser lights was a possible solution. The Council officer
involved is no longer with Council and no further action was taken.
When the matter was raised again, laser lights were looked at as a possible solution. Research
has found that wild birds can be controlled by installing lasers that randomly sweep the area
the area concerned. The birds perceive the light beam as a threat and fly off. However, this
method seems to be primarily used:-

¢ within large warehouses to control pigeons (or similar) nesting in roof rafters above

stored goods; or

e on broad acre farms to control birds feeding on or damaging crops.

In both of these situations, the laser emitters are installed to that there is a direct line of sight
between the laser emitter and the control area. In an indoor situation the laser emits a lower
powered beam due to the relatively low ambient light within the building. For broad acre usage,
a much higher powered laser is required to be effective outdoors during the day.
Unfortunately using laser emitters at the caravan park fall into a different scenario completely.
To have a direct line of sight at the birds in the trees multiple laser emitters would have to be
installed to fully cover the trees. Additionally, installation of laser emitters may lead to new
complaints such as:-

e guests complaining about laser beams coming through caravan windows at night;

¢ possibility of guests looking at the lasers, particularly at night given the natural instinct

to look at movement or light, causing eye issues;

e given that the caravan park is pet friendly, having dogs barking at random laser dots
that hit the ground or other items.

The manager of Lakeview Caravan park has requested that action be taken to control the birds
roosting in the trees on site.

Executive Summary

The manager of Lakeview Caravan Park, a Council owned facility, has requested that steps be
taken to control or remove the population of birds that are currently roosting in the trees and
causing a nuisance.

Background

The manager of the caravan park has approached Council and asked that some measures be
taken to control or remove the seasonal wild bird population at the facility. They have
received complaints from guests that the birds are:-

e Causing a noise nuisance;
e Dropping large quantities of faeces on guests’ caravans;
e Defoliating the trees.

This issue to not confined to the caravan park. Flocks of birds have caused significant damage
to trees and infrastructure and the Racetrack and Charlie Wehlow Oval. Additionally, birds
would be causing similar issues on private property throughout the township.

Caravan park management advised that they have previously spoken with the Local Laws
Officer who determined that installing laser lights was a possible solution. The Council officer
involved is no longer with Council and no further action was taken.

When the matter was raised again, laser lights were looked at as a possible solution. Research
has found that wild birds can be controlled by installing lasers that randomly sweep the area
the area concerned. The birds perceive the light beam as a threat and fly off. However, this
method seems to be primarily used:-



e within large warehouses to control pigeons (or similar) nesting in roof rafters above
stored goods; or
e on broad acre farms to control birds feeding on or damaging crops.

In both of these situations, the laser emitters are installed to that there is a direct line of sight
between the laser emitter and the control area. In an indoor situation the laser emits a lower
powered beam due to the relatively low ambient light within the building. For broad acre
usage, a much higher powered laser is required to be effective outdoors during the day.

Unfortunately using laser emitters at the caravan park fall into a different scenario
completely. To have a direct line of sight at the birds in the trees multiple laser emitters would
have to be installed to fully cover the trees. Additionally, installation of laser emitters may
lead to new complaints such as:-

e guests complaining about laser beams coming through caravan windows at night;

e possibility of guests looking at the lasers, particularly at night given the natural instinct
to look at movement or light, causing eye issues;

e given that the caravan park is pet friendly, having dogs barking at random laser dots
that hit the ground or other items.

Both of these methods are noisy, require someone to be onsite to monitor bird activity & set
the device off again as well as potentially causing further complaints about the noise.

Covering the trees at the caravan park with bird netting, similar to what is used in an orchard
has been investigated. Traditionally orchardists has used netting that is white in colour any
highly visible. Although it is now available in black which would be much harder to see when
installed. Bird netting has a much lower cost but has it own issues. One major disadvantage is
the high possibility of entanglement in the netting of birds and other wildlife. This would
require daily checking of every netted tree and removal of any entangled animal.
Furthermore, at the moment suitably sized rolls of netting were out of stock with no available
date everywhere that was checked.

POLICY NUMBER: TBA

POLICY PURPOSE:
The objective of the policy is to set down guidelines defining relevant criteria to allow
burials on private land/property.

POLICY SCOPE:
This policy will apply to all interments of deceased persons on private land/property
not being a public or private cemetery.

DEFINITIONS:
Immediate Family — Parent, sibling, child by blood, adoption or marriage, spouse,
grandparent or grandchild.

POLICY DETAILS

Whilst Council would prefer a person to be buried in a public cemetery, Council does
recognise that on occasions requests will be submitted to allow a family member to
be buried on private land/property where the deceased person has had an historical
association with the land/property.

The operation of the cemetery and interment of deceased persons on private
land/property must be approved by Council. No internment shall take place on
private/property unless approval for burial has been issued by Council.

Burials on allocated state land will not be approved if there is no evidence of existing
graves.

Burials on rural leasehold land must be applied for through the Lands Department
and supported after the Department has considered whether a burial:

- Requires approvals under other legislation

- Would be appropriate for the land

- Would compromise the present and future use of the land.
In addition to any land use issues, other issues for consideration could include
whether a burial outside of a recognised burial place would results in:

- Access to the grave site being restricted or fenced in the future, particularly as

a lease or occupation licence may be later sold



- The grave site being damaged, or no longer being able to be identified
(located) due to stock grazing/ pastoral activities, exposure to the elements,
erosion, or someone’s action, inadvertent or otherwise.

Burials on freehold will only be permitted on site if:

- Evidence is provided that the person or their immediate family has or had an
historical association with the land for at least 30 years or 3 generation.

- That the person has a significant traditional or cultural association to the land
and the land is a demonstrated traditional burial place.

- The area should be suitably fenced to delineate the boundaries of the location
and secure the location; and

- Each grave should be permanently marked with details of the deceased and
the boundaries of the grave excavation should also be permanently marked;
and

- The burial location site should be described and drawn along with GPS
coordinated of the location of the deceased buried in respective sites and a
copy should be forwarded to the Richmond Shire Council for placement on
the property file and burial register.

Requests which are not supported by historical association in the above
circumstance are to be tabled for Council’s consideration. To allow peace of mind for
family member, Council will consider requests for arrangements for the future burials
on private land/property.

Notification and details of burials will be submitted electronically to the Register of
Births Deaths and Marriages (RBDM) — Department of Justice and Attorney-
General.
