East Arnhem Land is 100% Aboriginal owned land. Although this region is private land,
Traditional Owners welcome visitors to the region and recreation areas.

Depending on where you will be visiting in East Arnhem Land it is important to ensure that you
have the right permits fFor your trip.

What is a permit?

In East Arnhem Land, a permit is written permission from Yolnu and Anindilyakwa Traditional
Owners to enter their private land. The permit system is designed to help protect the privacy
of Aboriginal communities, preserve Yolnu and Anindilyakwa culture, safeguard the natural
environment and promote visitor safety in East Arnhem Land.

Permits are an important part of ensuring you have the right access approvals to visit our
beautiful region and respecting our Traditional Owners.
